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MEMORANDUM OF POINTS AND AUTHORITIES
Upon a showing of good cause, the Court may enlarge the period of time within
which a summons and complaint is to be served. NRCP 4(i). Good cause exists in this

case, and plaintiff should be granted an additional 90 days to attempt to effect personal

service or to move to serve the summons by publication in the event that personal service
cannot be effected.
L CURRENT STATUS OF SERVICE

To date, plaintiff has effected service either personally or through the resident agent
of the following defendants: The UAJC 2005 Irrevocable Trust, Brian Dvorak, P.A.
Holdings, Inc., and Bucko LLC. Copies of the Affidavits of Service for these individuals
and entities are attached as Exhibits A-D to the Declaration of Kevin West.

The status of attempts at service on the remaining defendants is as foliows:

A. Urban Casavant

As stated in the Affidavit of Attempted Service of Summons from Peter Flaman
(West Declaration, Ex. E), CMKM has attempted to serve Casavant personally at his home
at 501 Cartwright St., Saskatoon, Saskatchewan, Canada. A person fitting the description
of Casavant’s wife, Carolyn, answered the door and told the process server that no one by
the name of Casavant lived there. Kevin West personally stayed at the home in question,
however, on March 31 and April 1, 2007, and he is informed and believes that the
Casavants continue to live in the home.

The investigator hired to serve Casavant has concluded that Casavant is now living at
the residence at 90 Innisbrook Ave. in Las Vegas, Nevada. Previous attempts to serve
other defendants at that address have not been successful, however, as the occupants refuse
to answer the door. Plaintiff is informed and believes that Urban Casavant is now traveling
back and forth between his home in Saskatchewan and the homes of other relatives.
CMKM has also recently received a letter from a rehabilitation facility in Saskatchewan
indicating that Casavant has undergone outpatient treatment there. CMKM is currently

following up on these leads and is continuing attempt to serve him. In the event that
3
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service cannot be effected within the next 30-45 days, plaintiff will move to serve the

summons by publication.

B. Michael Williams

CMKM has served the summons and complaint to the law firm of Oshins &
Associates, LLC (see Affidavit of Service attached as Exhibit F to West Declaration),
which plaintiff is informed and believes has represented or continues to represent Williams
in various legal matters. Although this service does not technically comply with the rules
governing service of a summons and complaint, CMKM has learned that Williams is aware
of this action, as he has called Kevin West and made threats against him and counsel for the
company regarding the continuation of the lawsuit.

Other attempts to serve Williams at his home have not been successful, as Williams’
last two known home addresses were not occupied when service was attempted there. In
addition, certified mail to Williams’ home addresses has been returned undelivered.

C. DeShawn Wayne

CMKM has attempted to effect service upon Wayne by personally delivering the
documents to Wayne’s last known home address at 9809 Camden Rose Ct., Las Vegas,
Nevada. The current resident of that property informed CMKM that Wayne has moved to
90 Innisbrook Avenue, Las Vegas, Nevada, and the guard at the gate of that community has
confirmed that Mr. Wayne has resided in that home. Attempts to serve the documents at
that address, however, have been unsuccessful, as the occupants of the home refuse to open
the door.

D. James Kinney

Attached to Kevin West’s Declaration as Exhibit G is a copy of the Affidavit of Due
Diligence prepared by the process server regarding attempts to serve James Kinney.
Service has been attempted at Kinney’s last known home address, and certified mail sent to
Kinney’s home address has been returned undelivered. Plaintiff has searched Clark County
Assessor records and civil judgment records to locate these addresses. Plaintiff is not

aware if Kinney currently has a place of employment.
4
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E. Ginger Gutierrez

Service has been attempted at Gutierrez’s last known home address of 1013
Whispering Branch, Las Vegas, Nevada, but the current resident of that property informed
the process server that Gutierrez no longer resides there. The process server attempted to
obtain additional information from public records and from Gutierrez’s mother, Vicki
Gutierrez, but Ms. Gutierrez refused to provide any information regarding her daughter’s
whereabouts.
II. THE TIME TO SERVE THESE DEFENDANTS SHOULD BE EXTENDED

Plaintiff has endeavored to effect personal service on all of the defendants in this
action because the primary concern at the outset of this case has been the effort to identify
and block the transfer of the real property and personal assets that was purchased with
company funds. Plaintiff’s diligence in attempting service coupled with the defendants’
deliberate attempts to avoid service warrant an enlargement of the time permitted to serve
the remaining defendants. Applying the factors outlined by the Nevada Supreme Court in
Scrimer v. Eighth Jud. Dist., 116 Nev. 507, 998 P.2d 1190 (2000), good cause for an
extension exists here, as plaintiff has had substantial difficulties in locating the remaining
defendants, plaintiff believes that defendants are aware of this lawsuit but are intentionally
attempting to evade service, plaintiff has exercised diligence in attempting to effect service,
and the defendants suffer no prejudice as a result of the extension, as CMKM may simply
reassert the claims at issue in the event the complaint were dismissed without prejudice.
Plaintiff therefore requests an additional 90 days to attempt to effect service. In the event
that personal service has not been effected within the first half of the extended period,
plaintiff will then move to serve the remaining summons by publication.

I, Kevin West, declare and state as follows:

1. I am the President and Chief Executive Officer of CMKM Diamonds, Inc., the
plaintiff in this action, and I have personal knowledge of the facts stated herein.

2. CMKM filed this action on April 25, 2007. The complaint is premised on the
looting of corporate assets and transfer of those assets by the individuals and entities that
have been named as defendants in this action. At the outset of this action, CMKM sought
and received a preliminary injunction prohibiting the sale or transfer or specified real or
personal property.

3. To date, CMKM has been successful in serving four of the defendants in the
action — Brian Dvorak, Bucko, LLC, The UAJC 2005 Irrevocable Trust, and P.A. Holdings,
Inc. Attached hereto as Exhibits A through D are true and correct copies of the affidavits
of service for these defendants.

4. CMKM has hired process servers and undertaken its own investigation as part
of its effort to effect service on the remaining defendants. Rather than immediately move
to serve these defendants by publication, CMKM has continued to attempt to effect
personal service as it believes that actual notice of these proceedings and the restraining
orders at issue are preferable in order to obtain the results sought.

5. Attached hereto as Exhibit E is a true and correct copy of the Affidavit of
Attempted Service of Summons for Urban Casavant.
